  1.  Remove the factory anti-sway bar:

	 A) Remove the top nut on the factory endlink assembly that at-
taches the anti-sway bar and lower control arm to the endlink. 

	 B) Remove the bolts holding the bushing clamps to the frame, 
and carefully remove the factory sway bar.

  2.  Prepare the new sway bar for installation:
	
	 A) Grease the inside of the provided saddle bushings that fit 
around the anti-sway bar with the provided grease. 

	 B) Position the bushings on the sway bar by comparing their posi-
tion to the factory unit you removed from the vehicle.
        
  3.  Mount the new sway bar: 

	 A) Place the sway bar ends over the endlink bushings. Have an 
assistant bolt the anti-sway bar in place using the factory bushing clamps 
and bolts in the factory mounting points (Figure 1). Note: Due to manufac-
turing variances, your application may bolt into a slightly different position. 
Ensure that, no matter the application, that you use the factory mounting 
holes.

	 B) Once the anti-sway bar is bolted in place, assemble the new

	 C) Tighten the bushing clamps to factory specifications. Figure 3 shows the finished installation.

  4.  Test drive the vehicle. Listen for unusual noises. After the test drive, ensure all fasteners are properly 
tightened.
