2.   Remove the 3 bolts from the front of the E-A unit and save the bolts.  Using the same bolts, temporarily fasten the upper 
braces (C&D) in place.

3.   Back off the large bolts holding the suspension sub-frame ¼”.  Now, slide the lower braces (A&B) between the frame and the 
sub-frame isolation damper.

4.   Temporarily bolt the upper and lower braces together, align and using the lower braces as a template drill a ½” hole 	       
through the bottom of both passenger and driver sides of the frame.  Now, remove the lower braces.

5.   Remove the upper braces and insert the special threaded backing plates inside the frame over the hole you just drilled out. 
Then reinstall the upper and lower braces using ½” x 2½” bolts provided,  through the rear hole of the lower brace and frame. 
Thread into the special backing plate inside the frame.

6.   Bolt the upper and lower braces together using the ½” x 1½” bolts provided.

7.   Bolt the face plate (E) to the braces using the ½” x 1½” bolts provided. Align and tighten the bolts according to the torque chart 
shown below.

8.   Install the tow bar on the face plate according to the instructions provided with the tow bar. Notch the plastic shield to fit and 
reinstall.
