The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper installation
will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. Working on one side at a time, locate and remove
two 10mm screws in the front of the fender well that hold the splash panel on each side of the car. On the passen-
ger side, the windshield washer bottle will have to be loosened by removing the 10mm nut on the front and the
10mm bolt on the rear of the bottle. This will provide access to the tie down plate. Remove the tie down plates on
each side located directly behind the bumper. Save the three bolts. There is another existing bolt with access from
the front of the car and located directly under the turn signal. Remove and save this bolt. The forward extension on
the main brace will line up with this hole.

2. Each of the main braces have a slotted angle extension welded at a right angle to the end of the brace. These
extensions must be pointing towards the center when mounted. This will determine the right side from the left side

brace.

3. Begin with the passenger side. Slide the brace up and line up the holes with those of the tie down that are now
exposed. Using the same factory bolts, snugly fasten the brace to the chassis. At the same time, line up the
forward extension with the existing hole in the chassis that was removed in step 1. Now, replace with the factory
bolt from the front that was removed in step 1. The forward extension slides between the air dam and the front
bumper. Repeat steps 1 and 2 on the driver’s side.

4. Before thoroughly tightening the braces, mount and bolt the tow bar firmly to the slotted angles of the braces.
5. Tighten all bolts to the bolt torque requirements below.
6. Now, reinstall the windshield washer bottle using the same nut and bolt.
