2. Work in one side at a time.  Remove the shoulder nuts from the two lower frame bolts and the bolt from the lower
front bumper mount.

3. Slip the bracket through the grill under the bumper and position over the frame bolts.

4. Fasten using the stock shoulder nuts and front bolt.

5. Do the same to the remaining side.

6. Mount the tow bar to the face plate according to the instructions provided with the tow bar.  Torque all
bolts to the specifications below.
