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1. Important: please use all supplied bolts and parts and read all instructions carefully before beginning this installa-
tion. The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper installation will ensure
safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. This is one of our MX series brackets, which allows the visible front por-
tion of the bracket to be easily removed from the front of the vehicle. The bracket kit consists of two receiver braces, two front
braces and a hardware kit. If the vehicle has tow hooks, remove them.

2. Hold the receiver braces to the bottom of the frame and use the provided 14mm hardware to bolt to the frame using the two
rear holes in the braces.

3. Install the front braces and pin with 5/8” draw pins and 1/8” spring pins. Align the braces so the front angles are parallel, then
tighten.

4. Using the front hole in each brace as templates, drill a 17/32” hole in the bottom of each frame rail.

5. Bolt through the front brace holes with 12" x 5%2” bolts, plate washers, lock washers and nuts. Be sure to use the plate washers
on the top of the frame. Tighten all bolts to the torque specifications below.

6. Mount the tow bar according to the manufacturer’s instructions.
7. Attach the safety cables to the main receiver brace.
