Now, begin the installation by removing the plastic fastener at the top
of the fascia, near the center (Fig.C).

3. On each side, remove a 10mm bolt at the corner of the fascia - -
and the fender well. (Fig.D). e —

4. Remove eight 10mm bolts at the bottom of the fascia, along the
front edge (Fig.E).

5. Pull down and away on each edge of the fascia to detach it (Fig.F), then unplug the side marker lights (Fig.G) and

remove the fascia.

6. Remove two 10mm bolts from
the passenger side headlight (Fig.H).
Pull forward to detach the headlight,
then unplug the three electrical con-
nections (Fig.l) and remove the pas-
senger side headlight.

7. Remove the air deflectors (one
on each side) by pulling forward and
snapping them out.

(For reassembly, trim them ac-
cording to the white marker line in Figure J.)

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8. Remove the water bottle (on the passenger side) by removing two 10mm head bolts (Fig.K), two electrical connec-
tions, and two hoses. Note: Before detaching them, mark the plugs and hoses to identify the correct connections, for reas-
sembly (Fig.L).

9. On the driver’s side, unbolt the resistor from the frame rail (Fig.M).

10. Remove the wiring harness retainer on the driver’s side (Fig.N).

11. Lift the main bracket brace into position over the frame rails on each side, and bolt onto the existing holes on the
outside of the frame rails. Use the two supplied 10mm x 11" x 30mm bolts, flat washers and lock washers for the driver’s
side, and the two supplied 8mm x 1%4" x 30mm bolts, flat washers and lock washers for the passenger side (Fig.O).
Finger-tighten only at this time.

12. Fit one of the removable front bracket arms into the main brace and visually check for level, adjusting the bolts on
each side of the main brace if necessary. Once the main brace is level, tighten the two bolts on each side of the main
brace to the torque specifications at the bottom of these instructions.

13. Starting from the center of the
hole on the top of the bumper core
brace, mark a line across the top

of the bumper core. Extend the line
down one inch from the top of the
bumper core (Fig.P) and mark a cen-
ter line at this point.

14. Drill a %2" hole at the center line
(Fig.Q), through the bumper core and
the hole on the top of the bumper
core brace.

15. Using the supplied 32" bolt, 12" lock washer, ¥2" nuts and the two %" x 2" x 3" backing plates (one on each side),
secure the main brace to the bumper core (Fig.R). Torque to the specifications at the bottom of these instructions.

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16. Using the rear hole on each side of the main brace as a template, drill through both sides of the frame rail (Fig.S),
taking care to avoid the wiring harness and air conditioning lines on the passenger side.

17. Bolt through these holes on each side with the supplied 32" bolt, and secure the bolts, using the supplied backing
plate with welded nut, and a lock washer, to the outside of the frame rail.

18. On the passenger side, reattach the water bottle. Use the supplied 6mm x 1" x 25mm bolt, lock washer and fender
washer for the front connection (Fig.T), and a factory bolt for the rear connection.

19. On the driver’s side, reattach the -
resistor (Fig.U), using the supplied
6mm x 1" x 25mm bolts, lock washers
and fender washers.

20. Reinstall the fascia by reversing
steps 2 through 5. Note: Trim the grill,
using the white marker line in Fig.V
as a reference, or discard the grille.

21. Fit the front bracket arms into the
front receiver braces (Fig.W), and se-
cure them in place with the supplied
5/8" draw pins and spring pins.

22. Install the tow bar to the mounting bracket according to the manufacturer’s instructions. Attach the safety cables to
the main receiver brace.
