The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper installation will ensure safe and 
secure travel. Now, begin the installation. This XL bracket kit utilizes the front frame crossover tube covers and both side frame 
tubes as main mounting points. Remove the splash guard on the passenger side, then remove the 8mm bolts on each end of the 
front main frame tube. These bolts will be holding part of the front bumper braces.
2.  Now, bolt the two main receiver braces over the bumper braces onto the front frame cross over tube with two 8mm x 1.25 x 
60mm bolts and lock washers. Note: an optional pipe spacer is included in the bolt kit to correctly space the braces with differing 
bumper brackets. Position the receiver braces with the rear of the braces flat against the outsides of the frame tubes and the bot-
tom mounting plates tight against the bottom of the frame.
3.  With the mounting tab tight against the bottom of the frame and the hole centered in the bottom of the frame rail, use the 
bracket as a template and drill a ½” hole in the center of the frame rail at this time. Note: be sure to drill the hole in the center of 
the frame rail otherwise you wont be able to line up the threaded backing plates which must be inserted through the front of the 
frame rail. Once the hole is drilled, locate the threaded ¼” x 1½” x 4” backing plate, a ½” x 1 ½” bolt, flat washer and lock washer. 
Insert the backing plate in the front of the frame and bolt through the brace, and frame into the backing plate.
4.  Insert the front tube braces into the receiver braces and pin in place using the supplied 5/8” draw pins and 1/8” spring pins.
5.  Mount your tow bar according to the manufacturer’s instructions.
6.  Once braces are aligned to your satisfaction, tighten the installed bolts to the torque specifications below, then drill a ½” hole 
through the frame rail on each side using the rear most hole in each brace as a guide. Take a ½” x 3½” bolt and flat washer, then 
bolt through the brace and frame finishing with a plate washer, lock washer and nut. The drivers side takes the clipped plate 
washer. Note: do not over tighten these bolts. When applying torque to any bolt, care must be taken not to crush or deform frame 
or body parts. If crushing or deformation of the frame or body parts begins to occur, proper torque may be determined by the flat-
tening of the lock washer and initial flexing of the frame.
7.  Torque all mounting bolts to the torque specifications below. Attach the included safety cables to the receiver  braces with the 	     
provided cable connectors, then attach to the tow vehicle’s safety cables.
