1. Hold the lower braces (B &C) up to the sub frame mounting bolts.  Mark & trim the air dam to allow the installation
of the braces.

WORK ONE SIDE AT A TIME
2. Remove the two 12mm bolts holding the sub frame mount.  Position the lower brace (B or C) up to the lower sub

frame mount and bolt it to the sub frame using the provided 12 x 1.75 x 60mm bolts and washers.

3. Repeat this procedure on the opposite side using the remaining lower brace.

4. Mount the face plate (A) to the braces and align the assembly using ½” x 1 ½” bolts and washers provided.

5. Now, using the braces as a template, drill four holes in the braces ( that line up with the under side of the bumper)
directly through the bottom of the bumper.  Install the provided ¼” x 1 ½” x 5” bolted backing plates inside the
bumper and bolt the braces to the bumper using the provided ½” nuts.

6. Align the assembly and install the tow bar according to the instructions provided with the tow bar.

7. Tighten ALL bolts according to the torque chart shown below.
