Take the passenger side brace and bolts to the inside of the tow loop using a 12” plate washer, 2" x 13” bolt, lock

washer and nut. Do the same to the passenger side brace. Be sure to put the plate washer on the outside of the tow

Now take a straight edge and make sure the front of the braces are parallel. Tighten the bolts when the braces are
properly aligned. The bumper mounting plate should be directly under the steel bumper core at this time. Drill two
%" holes per side into the bottom of the bumper using the braces as templates. Bolt through the bumper using the

3/8” x 112" x 4%2” backing plates inside the bumper and the ¥2” x 13" bolts, lock washers and nuts supplied.
