Use Loctite® Red on all bolts used for mounting this bracket.

Do not use this document for custom fabrication, as it may not show all
parts or structural components. Custom fabrication or an attempt to copy
this bracket design could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

Every 3,000 miles, the owner must inspect the fasteners for proper
torque, according to the bolt torque requirements chart on the last page of
these instructions. The owner must also inspect all mounts and brackets
for cracks or other signs of fatigue every 3,000 miles. Failure to do so
could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

The owner must check the vehicle manufacturer’s instructions for the
proper procedure(s) to prepare the vehicle for towing. Some vehicles
must be equipped with a transmission lube pump, an axle disconnect, driv-
eline disconnect or free-wheeling hubs before they can be towed. Failure
to properly equip the vehicle will cause severe damage to the transmis-
sion.

If running changes were made by the vehicle manufacturer after this
bracket was designed, some bolts or other fasteners in the hardware pack
may no longer be the correct size. It is the installer’s responsibility to
verify that the bracket is securely fastened to the vehicle and fitted with
the correct hardware to account for these changes. Failure to securely

fasten the bracket could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

« If the towed vehicle has been in an accident, it must be properly repaired
before attaching the bracket. Do not install the bracket if any structural
frame damage is found. Failure to repair the damage could result in the
loss of the towed vehicle.

» Some motorhome chassis have such a tight turning radius that you can
damage your motorhome, towed vehicle, tow bar or bracket while turning
sharply. Before getting on the road, test your turning radius in an empty
parking lot.

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1. Important: please use all supplied bolts and parts and read all instructions carefully before beginning
this installation. The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper
installation will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. This is one of our XL Series kits
which are designed to be partly removable. This bracket kit consists of two receiver braces, two front braces and
a hardware pack. The main braces will attach to existing mounting points on each side for the front sub frame. It
is important to support the sub frame cradle on this vehicle before you begin the installation. Work on one side
at a time, this will help keep the mounting holes lined up when installing the receiver braces. The lower grille will
have to be cut to clear the receiver braces on each side.

2. First, support the sub frame with blocks before starting. This will preserve alignment between the frame of the
car and the sub frame when you remove the three sub frame mounting bolts. Work on one side at a time starting
with the driver’s side.

3. The front grille will need a center rib removed on each side to allow the receiver braces to pass through.
Remove the rib directly in front of the sub frame mounts where the receiver braces will have to pass through.

4. Remove the three sub frame mounting bolts on the driver’s side and insert the driver’s side receiver brace
through the front grill from the back of the grill.

5. Position the brace over the sub frame mounting holes and bolt through the front of the brace and sub frame
with a 10mm x 1.5 x 100mm bolt, flat washer, lock washers and 2-1/4" x 1" pipe spacer. Once the front bolt has
been started with the pipe spacer between the brace and frame, install two more 10mm x 1.5 x 100mm bolts in
the two rear holes. Torque all bolts to the torque specifications below.

6. Repeat step 4 for the remaining passenger side with the exception of temporarily removing a plastic splash
shield for access to the bolts. Once done reinstall the splash shield.

7. Insert the front braces into the receivers and pin with 5/8" draw pins and 1/8" spring pins.

8. Install the tow bar according to the manufacturer’s instructions, then torque all bolts to the specifications
below.

9. Attach the 10" safety cables to the receiver braces with included cable connectors. Connect the other cable
ends to the tow bar and the tow vehicle’s safety cables.
