This bracket kit utilizes the front frame cross
member and main frame on each side as mounting points. Remove the fasteners holding the bumper plastic under
the front cross member. This will provide access to the existing holes in the cross member and frame which will be
used as mounting points. Note: some later vehicles are equipped with an air dam. In this case, trim the air dam to
fit inside the braces.

2. Working on one side at a time,  locate a large rectangular access hole in the side of the frame near the rubber sub
frame isolation bushing. Fishwire a ½” x 1¾” carriage bolt and a ¼” x 1½” x 3” backing plate through the access
hole into a slotted hole just forward of the isolation bushing in the bottom of the frame rail.

3. Hold the appropriate brace to the bottom of the frame rail and bolt through the rear most brace hole to the frame
with a ½” flat washer, lock washer and nut. Tighten to hold brace in position.

4. Fishwire from the open side of the frame, a ½” x 1¾” carriage bolt and ¼” x  1½” x 3” sq. hole backing plate through
each of the two remaining mounting bracket holes, then finish bolting to the bottom of the cross member using ½”
lock washers and nuts.

5. Repeat step two through four for the remaining brace.

6. Align the braces and tighten to the torque specifications below.

7. Fasten the bumper plastic back in place using the remaining inner fasteners.

8. Mount the tow bar according to the manufacturer's specifications.
