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1. This bracket kit is one of our XL Series which allows the removal of the front braces when not in use. Itis de-
signed to mount to the inside of the existing front tie down plates on each side of the front of the car.

2. Mount the receiver braces to the inside of the tie down plates on each side with three 2” x 1 ¥%2” bolts, %4” thick
special backing plates, lock washers and nuts. The larger two hole backing plate fits in the upper portion of the tie
down and the smaller plate with one hole should be fitted on the lower hole.

3. Insert the front braces in the receiver braces and pin with 5/8” draw pins and 1/8” spring pins.

4. Mount the tow bar according to the manufacturers instructions, then align and tighten all bolts to the torque specifi-
cations below.
