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Remove the lower plastic spoiler.

Working on one side at a time, remove the two 12mm bolts holding the subframe mount. Hold the brace (B up to
the lower subframe mount, line up the holes and bolt them to the subframe using the provided 12 x 1.75 x 50mm
bolts and washers. Note: these bolts are grade 10.8 and should be torqued to 100 ft./Ibs.

Repeat this procedure on the opposite side using the remaining brace.
Mount the face plate to the braces and align the assembly using the 2" x 1%2" bolts and washers provided.

Using the braces as a template, drill out the 4 holes under the bumper directly through the bottom of the bumper.
Insert the provided 4" X 112" X 5" bolted backing plates through the rear of the bumper and down through the
holes just drilled. Bolt through the braces and finish with two 2" nuts and lock washers on each side.

Now tighten all bolts according to the torque chart shown below.

If the grill or spoiler is to be reinstalled, trim the grill or spoiler as is necessary to fit around the mounting bracket
assembly. The installer needs to get customer’s approval before trimming grill or spoiler.
