1. Remove the plastic splash guards.

2. Remove only the rear subframe mount bolt on each side.

3. Using the 12mm replacement bolt provided, insert the bolt through the braces (A&B) rear hole from the bottom, and
then attached to the subframe with brace turned to the side to clear the front bolt in the subframe.

4. Now, remove the front bolts and swing the braces into position.  Bolt the front braces to the subframe using re-
placement 12mm bolts provided.  Tighten both bolts on each brace.

5. Bolt through the braces and the tie down loop from the inside outward using the special ½” backing washers and ½”
x 1 ½” bolts provided.  Finish with ½” lock washers and nuts.

6. Now, install the tow bar according to the instructions provided with the tow bar.

7. Tighten ALL bolts according to the torque chart shown below.

8. Reinstall the splash guards and trim to clear braces if necessary.
