4. Position the brace (A or B) over the outside tie down holes and sub frame mount studs.  Bolt the brace to the frame
using the original tie down holes and sub frame mount studs.  Bolt the brace to the frame using the original tie down
bolts.  Slide a new 12mm lock washer (provided) over the stud and replace the original nuts removed in step #3.

5. Repeat the above procedure on the other side.
