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1. Important: please use all supplied bolts and parts and read all instructions carefully before beginning
this installation. The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper
installation will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. This bracket kit is one of our XL
Series which is designed to be partially removed from the front of the vehicle when not in use. It consists of
two receiver braces, two front braces, a cross brace and a hardware pack. The lower braces mount directly to
the bottom of the front sub frame. Remove the fasteners from the front splash panels to gain access to the sub

frame.

2. Locate two holes, one on each side, under the sub frame. These are located under the sub frame cross member
near the junction of the cross member and the frame horns. Drill through these holes and the top of the sub
frame using a %" drill bit.

3. Working on one side at a time, hold the receiver braces to the bottom of the sub frame and bolt through the rear

most hole using a 2" x 4" bolt, plate washer, lock washer and nut. Do this for both sides. Be sure to use the
plate washers on top the sub frame.

Bolt the cross brace between the receiver braces and finger tighten.

5. Trim the small lower spoiler in front of the receiver tubes to allow the insertion of the front braces.
6. Insert the front braces into the receiver braces and pin using 5/8" draw pins and 1/8" spring pins.

Align the braces so they are parallel and the outer front mounting holes measure 30" center to center. Now,
tighten the cross bar mounting bolts and the rear mounting bolts.

8. Now, use the lower braces as a drilling template and drill the remaining holes through the sub frame.

9. Bolt through the remaining two holes per side with 2" x 3%" bolts, plate washers, lock washers and nuts. Be
sure and use the plate washers on top of the sub frame.

10. Install the tow bar according to the manufacturer’s instructions and tighten all bolts to the torque specifications
below.

11 Refasten the splash panels and use the provided cable connectors to install the included safety cables between
the lower receiver braces and the tow vehicle’s safety cables.
