securely fasten the bracket could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

• If the towed vehicle has been in an accident, it must be properly repaired 
before attaching the bracket. Do not install the bracket if any structural 
frame damage is found. Failure to repair the damage could result in the 
loss of the towed vehicle.

• Some motorhome chassis have such a tight turning radius that you can 
damage your motorhome, towed vehicle, tow bar or bracket while turning 
sharply. Before getting on the road, test your turning radius in an empty 
parking lot.

2. Looking through the isolated hole, you will find three nuts holding the fog lights. Remove these nuts and take the
fog lights out. The fog lights cannot be used until the mounting bracket assembly is removed.

3. Remove the two retainer bolts from each EA unit. Slide the EA retainer forward and insert the rear braces (C&D)
into place between the retainer and the cowling. Line up the holes and rebolt with 8mm x 1.25 x 40mm bolts, 3/8”
flat washers, 8mm flat washers and lock washers.

4. Using the braces as templates, drill ½” holes through the lower front cowling. Insert a ½” x 4” bolt and backing plate
washer (provided).

5. Take the main braces (A&B) and insert them through the fog light holes with the front angles of the braces pointing
toward the center. Using the ½’ x 1½” bolts provided, attach the main braces to the rear braces on each side.  Now,
put a 7/16” x 1½” bolt through the bumper and the main brace on both sides.

6. Replace the turn signals and attach the tow bar according to the instructions provided with the tow bar.

7. Align the assembly and tighten ALL bolts according to the torque chart shown below.
