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1. Remove the large sub frame mounting bolts from ONE SIDE AT A TIME.

2. Hold the braces (A or B) up to the bottom of the sub frame and bolt it to the frame using the original factory bolts.

3. Bolt the side of the brace to the tie down bracket using a ½” x 1 ½” bolt, plate washer, lock washer and through the
weld nut in the brace.  Be sure the plate washer is against the head of the bolt and inserted from the outer side of
the tie down bracket and through the brace (A or B).    REPEAT THE ABOVE PROCEDURE ON THE OTHER SIDE.

4. Now tighten the bolts according to the torque chart below and repeat Steps 1 through 3 on the other side.

5. Mount the tow bar to the braces according to the instructions provided with the tow bar.

6. Be sure to tighten ALL bolts according to the torque chart shown below.
