1. This bracket kit utilizes the front tow plates, frame and front bumper mount as attachment points. Remove the
lower brush guard and the tow hook on the driver’s side.

2. Remove the lower bumper bracket bolt from the front of the frame on both sides.

3. Working on one side at a time, place a brace inside the tow plate with the front tab over the front bumper bracket.
Bolt, using a 10mm x 1.25 x 35mm bolt and lock washer. Then, bolt through the rear side hole in the brace and the
tow plate using a ½” x 1½” bolt, flat washers, lock washer and nut.  Follow by bolting through the remaining middle
hole in the brace and the large hole in the tow plate using a ½” x 1½” bolt, plate washer, lock washer and nut.

4. Follow step three for the remaining side. Torque all bolts to the specifications below.

5. Mount the tow bar according to the manufacturers instructions and align the braces. The lower brush guard will need
to have the upper corners trimmed before refitting. Trim and refit.
