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1. This bracket kit utilizes the lower suspension mounts and steel bumper as mounting points. NOTE: work on one
side at a time.

2. Remove the two lower front suspension mounting bolts from one side. Hold a lower brace in position over the holes
and bolt using the supplied 10mm x 1.25mm x 40mm bolts, flat washers and lock washers.

3. Follow the same procedure for the remaining side.

4. Mount the face plate using four %2” x 1 %2” carriage bolts, flat washers, lock washers and nuts. Align the face plate
and tighten all the bolts according to the torque chart shown below.

5. Using the lower braces as templates, drill four %2” holes through the bumper bottom. Take the 5/16” x 1%” x4”
backing plates and position inside the bumper over the drilled holes. NOTE: On the D.S. a small sensor will have
to be temporarily moved to provide access. Reposition when done. Put the supplied %2” x 1 12" x 4” spacer blocks
between the bumper and the lower braces and bolt through the backing plate, bumper, spacer and lower brace using
2" x 1 3" bolts, lock washers and nuts.

6. Mount the tow bar to the face plate according to the manufacturers instructions and torque all bolts to the torque
specifications below.
