lation, lay out the kit components as illustrated. This will give you a visual idea of how the components work
and also confirm that everything is present and accounted for.
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5. Remove four bumper core mounting bolts (13mm head) (Fig.J) on each side, then remove the aluminum
bumper core (Fig.K).

6. Remove two bumper core support bolts (15mm head) from the side of each bumper support (Fig.L,M).

7. Now enlarge the mounting holes in both the bumper core support and the frame with a ½" drill bit on both
sides (Fig.N).

8. Now, go to the inside of the frame for each side and locate a remaining mounting stud with a 15mm nut and
remove the nut (Fig.O).

9. Remove the bumper core supports by pulling forward and out of the frames (Fig.P).

10. Insert a ½" x 1¾" carriage bolt and ¼" x 1" x 3" backing plate into the center hole in the bottom of the
radiator cross member as shown in (Fig.Q).

11. Take the one hole spacer plates and tape to the outside of each frame over the existing slotted hole in
each frame as shown in Figure R, in preparation for mounting the main receiver brace.

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12. Support the subframe as shown (Fig.S) then remove the two front subframe mounting bolts (18mm head)
(Fig.T).

13. Place the subframe suspension cups on the receiver brace as shown (Fig.U) then lift into position
(Fig.V).Using a lock washer and nut, bolt in place with the center bolt to hold in position (Fig.W).

14. Bolt through the ends of the receiver brace and the subframe with two 14mm x 2.0 x 160mm bolts, lock
washers and flat washers (Fig.X).

15. Tighten the suspension bolts and the center bolt to align the main receiver brace (Fig.Y).

16. Now using the main brace as a drill template, drill a 5/8" hole in the side of each frame rail (Fig.Z).

17. Insert a notched backing into the front of each frame rail as shown (Fig.AA) and bolt through the brace on
each side with a 5/8" x 2" bolt, lock washer and nut (Fig.BB). Torque these bolts to the specifications at the end
of these instructions.

18. Reinstall the front bumper core supports reversing steps 8 and 9 then bolt through the sides of the supports
and the main receiver brace on each side with a 7/16" x 3" bolt, ¾" spacer, lockwasher and nut in the top hole
(Fig.CC) and a 7/16" x 2½" bolt, 3/8" spacer, lock washer and nut in the bottom holes (Fig.DD,EE).

19. Reinstall the bumper core reversing step 6 (Fig.J,K).

20. Torque all mounting bolts to the torque specifications below.

21. Reinstall the fascia reversing steps 1 through 4 with the exception of the lower splash panel (Fig.F). If the
splash panel is to be reinstalled, mark areas to trim (Fig.FF) then cut to fit.

22. Insert the front braces into the receivers and secure with 5/8" draw pin and 3/16" spring pins (Fig.GG).

23. Mount the tow bar according to the tow bar manufacturer’s instructions. Install the 10” safety cables on the
main receiver cross bar with the provided quick links (Fig.GG). Attach the other end to the tow vehicle's safety
cables and the tow bar.
