* Every 3,000 miles, the owner must inspect the fasteners for proper
torque, according to the bolt torque requirements chart on the last page
of these instructions. The owner must also inspect all mounting points
for cracks or other signs of fatigue every 3,000 miles.

* The owner must check the vehicle manufacturer’s instructions for the
proper procedure(s) to prepare the vehicle for towing. Some vehicles
must be equipped with a transmission lube pump, an axle disconnect,
driveline disconnect or free-wheeling hubs before they can be towed.
Failure to properly equip the vehicle will cause severe damage to
the transmission.

* Do not weld. This baseplate is designed to be bolted to the vehicle.

It is the installer’s responsibility
to verify this kit is securely fastened to the vehicle and fitted with the
correct hardware to account for these changes.

* Roadmaster manufactures many styles of baseplates. If your baseplate
has removable arms, they must be removed before driving the ve-
hicle, unless the arms can be pinned or padlocked in place. If not
secured, the arms could vibrate out.

* Some motorhome chassis have such a tight turning radius that you can
damage your motorhome, towed vehicle, tow bar or baseplate while turn-
ing sharply. Before getting on the road, test your turning radius in
an empty parking lot. Turning too sharply could result in non-warranty
damage to towing system, motorhome and/or towed vehicle.

* Do not back up with the towed vehicle attached or non-warranty
damage will occur to your towing system, motorhome and/or towed
vehicle.

* The safety cables must connect the towing vehicle to the towed
vehicle frame to frame, with the cables crossed, with enough slack
for sharp turns.

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1. Important: please use all supplied bolts and parts and read all instructions carefully before
beginning this installation. The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the
text, and proper installation will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation by
removing the splash guard from the bottom of the bumper.

2. Locate the three bolts in the bottom of the frame rail. Put the backing plates inside the rails and align
them with the holes. Insert two %" x 13" bolts through the main braces and attach them to the frame.
Note: the upright extension with the single hole should fit against the outside of the frame rail. If
needed, insert a tapered flat spacer (provided) in to the front hole between the frame and the braces
for additional clearance. Leave the bolts loose at this time.

3. Locate the hole in the extension with an existing hole in the side of the frame and bolt together using
%" x 1%" bolts with a plate washer (provided). Leave these bolts loose also at this time.

4. Now, bolt the tow bar to the face of the main braces according to the instructions provided with the
tow bar. Align the entire assembly and then tighten all bracket bolts according to the torque chart
shown below.
