The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper
installation will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. This bracket kit mounts to the
frame on each side utilizing one bumper bracket bolt and existing holes in the frame. The frame holes may have
to be enlarged or reamed with a 2" bit. Install one side at a time.

2. Remove the two lower breached bolts holding the bumper brace. Replace the upper bolt (only) with a 72" x 4"
bolt, flat washer, lock washer and nut.

3. Position a brace as illustrated on the inside of the frame and bolt through the lower bumper bracket hole and
the front brace hole with a 12" x 4" bolt, flat washer, lock washer and nut.

4. Ream the remaining frame holes, if needed, at this point. Finish bolting the remaining two holes as illus-
trated with 12" x 4" bolts, 2" plate washer (back hole), lock washers and nuts.

5. Follow the same procedure for the remaining side. Torque all the bolts to the bolt torque requirements below.
6. Mount the tow bar according to the manufacturer’s instructions.
