Use Loctite® Red on all bolts used for mounting this bracket.

Do not use this document for custom fabrication, as it may not show all
parts or structural components. Custom fabrication or an attempt to copy
this bracket design could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

Every 3,000 miles, the owner must inspect the fasteners for proper
torque, according to the bolt torque requirements chart on the last page of
these instructions. The owner must also inspect all mounts and brackets
for cracks or other signs of fatigue every 3,000 miles. Failure to do so
could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

The owner must check the vehicle manufacturer’s instructions for the
proper procedure(s) to prepare the vehicle for towing. Some vehicles
must be equipped with a transmission lube pump, an axle disconnect, driv-
eline disconnect or free-wheeling hubs before they can be towed. Failure
to properly equip the vehicle will cause severe damage to the transmis-
sion.

If running changes were made by the vehicle manufacturer after this
bracket was designed, some bolts or other fasteners in the hardware pack
may no longer be the correct size. It is the installer’s responsibility to
verify that the bracket is securely fastened to the vehicle and fitted with
the correct hardware to account for these changes. Failure to securely

fasten the bracket could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

« If the towed vehicle has been in an accident, it must be properly repaired
before attaching the bracket. Do not install the bracket if any structural
frame damage is found. Failure to repair the damage could result in the
loss of the towed vehicle.

» Some motorhome chassis have such a tight turning radius that you can
damage your motorhome, towed vehicle, tow bar or bracket while turning
sharply. Before getting on the road, test your turning radius in an empty
parking lot. Turning too sharply could result in non-warranty damage to
towing system, motorhome and/or towed vehicle.

The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper installation
will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. Locate the large access hole in the sides of the
frame directly up from the radiator splash guard and ahead of the torsion bar mounts. Enlarge these holes so that
the special 1” x 2” backing bolts can be fish wired into place.

2. Remove the nut and bolt holding the back of the EA unit in the frame. Then, remove the innermost nut from the EA
plate holding the bumper on.

3. Turn the respective (A&B) bracket upside down and push it through the top outermost openings in the air dam.
When through the opening, turn the bracket upright and replace the EA bolt and nut taken out in step #2.

4. Fish wire the special backing bolt through the frame and the bottom tab of the bracket.

5. Take the upper brace, and backing plate and bolt them through the cowling cross member with a ¥2” x 1%2” bolt.

Then, bolt through the upper and lower brace with another supplied ¥2” x 1%2” bolt. Torque all bolts to the bolt torque
requirements below.
6. Mount the tow bar according to the instructions provided with the tow bar.
