2. Remove the front splash panel retainers in each fender well and pull the panels down for access to the tie down
bolts.

3. Remove the tie down plates and save the bolts.

4. Hold a main brace to side of the frame and bolt into position using the bolts removed in step 3.

5. Repeat step 4 for the remaining side. Torque all bolts to the bolt torque requirements below.

6. Install the tow bar according to the manufacturer’s instructions.

7. Reinstall the front splash panel retainers.
