1. Important: please use all supplied bolts and parts and read all instructions carefully before beginning this
installation. The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper installa-
tion will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. This kit is one of our XL series which is
partly removable. The bulk of the main receiver brace is hidden behind the plastic nose skin and lower grille. Start
the installation by removing four 10mm fasteners from the bottom of the bumper skin. This will allow you to pull the
lower bumper skin down to access the area in front of the radiator. Remove two plastic retainers per side on the
back of the bumper, holding the plastic air flow diverting panels. Push these panels back out of the way.

2. Locate a existing hole in the bottom of each frame tube approximately 10” from the front of the frame. Fish wire a
½” x 2” clipped carriage bolt and ¼” x 1½” x 2½” backing plate through a large side access hole in each frame tube
into these existing bottom holes. Note: on later vehicles this hole may have to be drilled, in this case procced to
step 3, using a jack or similer lifting device to hold the main receiver brace in place.

3. Now locate a large bolt going through the frame and the end of the EA units on each side. Remove these bolts and
substitute ½” x 3½” bolts from the bolt kit. Push these bolts through from the outside of each frame tube through
the EA units and into the inner wall of frame until flush with the inner wall. The main receiver brace will be installed
between the frame tubes on these bolts.

4. Take the main receiver brace and install between the frame tubes against the bottom of the frame. Push the 3½”
bolts through the main brace and bolt both these bolts and the bottom bolts installed in step 2 using ½” lock wash-
ers and nuts.

5. Drill two holes in the bottom of each frame rail using the main receiver brace as a drill template. Fish wire a ½" x
2" clipped carriage bolt and ¼" x 1½" x 2½" backing plate though a large side access hole in each frame tube into
these drilled holes.

6. Tighten these bolts to the torque specifications below.
7. Reinstall the plastic air panels and retainers, trimming to fit if necessary, replace the bumper skin retainers re-

moved in step 1.
8. Insert the front  braces into the receivers and pin using 5/8” receiver pins and 1/8” spring pins.
9. Install the tow bar according to the manufacturers’s instructions then torque all bolts to the specifications below.
10. Attach one end of the 15” safety cables to the receivers with the provided cable connectors, attach the other end

to the tow bar and the tow vehicle's safety cables.
