This bracket kit utilizes the front tie down plate
mount. Remove the lower engine splash guard and both tie down plates. Remove the spoiler under the front bumper
if necessary. Save the bolts and fasteners to reinstall after mounting bracket is installed.

2. Bolt both main braces to the frame in place of the tie downs using the original bolts just removed. Bolt the side
braces to the main braces with %2’ x 1%2” bolts, lock washers and nuts. Bolt the ends of the braces to the frame
using %2” x 3%2” bolts, flat washers, lock washers and nuts. Note: later models may use shorter bolts.

3. Mount the tow bar according to the instructions provided with the tow bar.

4. Tighten all bolts according to the torque chart shown below.

Trim the plastic splash guard to fit around the main braces and reinstall.
