22. Bolt the main receiver brace to the frame rail ends using the three supplied 10mm x 1.25 x 35mm bolts, 10mm plate
washers and lock washers (Fig.Y) on each side.

23. Next, bolt through the rear brace, the radiator support and into the weld nuts in the main receiver brace using the
two supplied 7/16" x 4" bolts, flat washers and lock washers (Fig.Z). Repeat for the other side.

24. Tighten all remaining bolts to the torque specifications listed at the end of these instructions.

25. Now, replace the clutch slave cylinder hydraulic line you removed in step 15. Note: if the hydraulic line is touching
the nut, bend the bracket until it no longer touches the nut (Fig.AA).

26. To accommodate the main receiver brace, trim the fascia on both sides.
Also, trim the center cross brace. Refer to Figure BB. The grill can be removed
or trimmed. Use the yellow marker line in Figure BB as a guide for trimming.

27. Reassemble the wiring harness, plastic air deflectors, fascia and the
splash shields, reversing steps 1 through 10.

28. Insert the front braces into the main receiver braces and twist 90 degrees
to lock. Attach the 8" safety cables with the cable connectors (Q-Links) to the
front of the receiver braces (Fig.CC). Attach the ends of the safety cables to the
tow vehicle’s safety cables and tow bar.

29. Install the tow bar to the mounting brackets according to the manufactur-
er’s instructions.
