This is one of our EZ2 series brackets,      which 
 allows the visible front       portion of the bracket 
to be easily removed from the front of the 

vehicle (Fig.A and Fig.B). The bracket consists of 
two main receiver braces, two lower braces, two 
removable front braces, and a hardware pack. 
    The main receiver braces mount to the frame 
rails and the bumper core. The lower braces 
mount to the frame cross bar and the main re-
ceiver braces. The removable front braces install 
in the main receiver braces.
  Before starting the installation, lay out the kit 
components in order, as they will be used. This 
will give you a visual idea of how the components 
work, and will also confirm that everything is pres-
ent and accounted for.

1. Important: please use all supplied bolts and parts and read all instructions carefully before beginning this
installation. The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper installation will 
ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation by removing four plastic fasteners attaching the top of the 
fascia to the core support (Fig.C). 

2. On each side, remove one Phillips screw attaching the corner of the fascia to the fender (Fig.D).

3. On each side, remove three plastic fasteners attach-
ing the fender line and splash shield to the bottom of the 
fascia (Fig.E).

4. Remove ten 10mm (head) screws attaching the three
lower splash shields to the subframe and core support 
(Fig.F). 

5. Disconnect the fog lights, if the vehicle is so equipped.

6. Pull out and forward on the corners of the fascia to
remove it (Fig.G).

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7. On each side, trim the air deflector using the white line in Figure H (passenger side) as a guide.

8. On each side, remove the two lower 12mm (head) bolts attaching the bumper core to the frame rails (Fig.I).

9. Working on the driver's side, place one of the supplied 8mm lock washers and 8mm fender washers over one of the
supplied 8mm x 1.25 x 55mm bolts. Bolt through the inside mounting point of the side brace, then place a 1" x 1" spacer 
over the back side of the bolt. Rotate the brace up over the bumper core (Fig.J).

10. Now, place another 1" x 1" spacer between the outer
mounting point and the outside bumper core mounting
point. Using one of the supplied 8mm x 1.25 x 55mm
bolts, an 8mm lock washer and 8mmm fender washer, bolt
through the main receiver brace, pipe spacer and into the
end of the frame rail (Fig.K).

11. Adjust the height of the main receiver brace so there
is a ¾" gap between the main receiver brace and the bum-
per core (Fig.L).

12. Now, torque the bumper core mounting bolts to the
bolt torque requirements found at the end of these instruc-
tions.

13. Using the upper mounting point of the main receiver brace as a template, drill a ½" hole through the face of the bum-
per core (Fig.M). Note: use a piece of metal as a buffer between the drill bit and the engine components.

14. Place a ½" x 4" bolt through the upper mounting point, bumper core and the rear of the main receiver brace. Finish
with a ½" lock washer and nut (Fig.N).

15. Repeat steps 9 through 13 for the passenger side. Torque the bolts to the bolt torque requirements found at the end
of these instructions.

16. Working on the driver's side, and using two of the supplied ½" x 1½" bolts, bolt through the lower brace and main
receiver brace, and finish with a ½" flat washer, lock washer and nut (Fig.O). Note: the flat washer should be over the
slotted hole.

17. Place one of the supplied 3-5/8" x 2½" x 3/8" U bolts over the back of the subframe and through the rear of the lower
brace (Fig.P). Finish with two 3/8" lock washers, flat washers and nuts.

18. Tighten the bolts to the bolt torque requirements found at the end of these instructions.

19. Repeat steps 16 through 18 for the passenger side. Note: due to the shape of the subframe on the passenger side, it
may be necessary to put the flat washer and nut on the U-bolt and tighten it to allow enough threads for the lock washer to
fit.

20. Remove the two metal clips attaching the shock absorption pad to the back of the fascia. Hold it in place over the
bumper core and mark it for trimming to allow clearance for the main receiver braces. Use the yellow lines in Figure Q as
a guide for trimming. Now, reinstall the shock absorption pad.

21. Hold the fascia in place over the main receiver braces and mark it for trimming. Use a 2" hole saw to trim the fascia
so it fits over the receiver (Fig.R).
