securely fasten the bracket could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

This bracket kit consists of two front  braces, two
rear mounting plates and the hardware kit. It utilizes the frame bumper mounting, a box like structure located
behind the bumper located on the passenger side of the frame which will have to be removed to gain access to the
inside bolt which has to be installed. The rear of the braces also use two steering unit bolts on each side as mount-
ing points.

2. Starting with the drivers side, remove the two steering unit bolts behind the bumper attachment box. Bolt a ¼” x 3”
x 5 3/8” rear mounting plate to the frame as illustrated using the two supplied 10mm x 1.25 x 110mm bolts, hard-
ware.

3. Repeat step 2 for the passenger side.
4. Return to the driver's side and hold the driver side brace so that the slotted rear mounting holes correspond with the

holes in the rear mounting plate and the front mounting plates fit inside the box like structure surrounding the tie
down loop. Bolt through the top slotted hole in the brace and the frame with a ½” x 1¾” bolt, flat washer. Plate
washer. Lock washer and nut. Bolt through the side tie down hole with a  ½” x 1¾” bolt, shaped plate washer, lock
washer, and nut.

5. Now, bolt the rear of the brace to the flat mounting plate using two ½” x 1½” bolts, flat washers, lock washers and
nuts.

6. Repeat steps 4 and 5 on the passenger side.
7. Mount the tow bar according to the manufacturers instructions, then align and tighten all bolts to the torque specifi-

cations below.
