Use Loctite® Red on all bolts used for mounting this bracket.

Do not use this document for custom fabrication, as it may not show all
parts or structural components. Custom fabrication or an attempt to copy
this bracket design could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

Every 3,000 miles, the owner must inspect the fasteners for proper
torque, according to the bolt torque requirements chart on the last page of
these instructions. The owner must also inspect all mounts and brackets
for cracks or other signs of fatigue every 3,000 miles. Failure to do so
could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

The owner must check the vehicle manufacturer’s instructions for the
proper procedure(s) to prepare the vehicle for towing. Some vehicles
must be equipped with a transmission lube pump, an axle disconnect, driv-
eline disconnect or free-wheeling hubs before they can be towed. Failure
to properly equip the vehicle will cause severe damage to the transmis-
sion.

If running changes were made by the vehicle manufacturer after this
bracket was designed, some bolts or other fasteners in the hardware pack
may no longer be the correct size. It is the installer’s responsibility to
verify that the bracket is securely fastened to the vehicle and fitted with
the correct hardware to account for these changes. Failure to securely

fasten the bracket could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

« If the towed vehicle has been in an accident, it must be properly repaired
before attaching the bracket. Do not install the bracket if any structural
frame damage is found. Failure to repair the damage could result in the
loss of the towed vehicle.

» Some motorhome chassis have such a tight turning radius that you can
damage your motorhome, towed vehicle, tow bar or bracket while turning
sharply. Before getting on the road, test your turning radius in an empty
parking lot. Turning too sharply could result in non-warranty damage to
towing system, motorhome and/or towed vehicle.

Do not back up with the towed vehicle attached or non-warranty dam-
age will occur to your towing system, motorhome and/or towed vehicle.

Upon final installation, the installer must inspect the bracket to ensure
adequate clearance, particularly around hoses, air conditioner lines,
radiators, etc., or non-warranty damage to the towed vehicle will result.

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Note: Mazda MPV vans produced after Nov.15, 1992 have a supplemental driver’s air bag system installed. Two of the
crash sensors share mounting bolts with the front tow plates, which will be removed and replaced with the kit braces.
Care should be exercised when removing or mounting these sensors. Disconnect the NEGATIVE battery terminal first
then disconnect the positive terminal. Wait one minute for the backup power supply to deplete its energy, then work
with only one sensor at a time. Do not subject these sensors to G forces or any other harsh treatment. To totally
disable the system, consult your local dealer for more information.
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Important: please use all supplied bolts and parts and read all instructions carefully before beginning this
installation. The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper installation
will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. Remove the front tow plates and save the bolts.
Fit the respective braces (A&B) into the tow plate mounting area and line up the mounting holes. Use the factory

bolts to mount the braces.
Note: On vans with sensors, use the included metric bolts and washers in the rear flange. This will provide space to
remount the sensor correctly IN EXACTLY THE SAME POSITION IT WAS MOUNTED BEFORE THE BRACE

INSTALLATION.
Mount the tow bar according to the instructions provided with the tow bar and align the assembly.
Tighten all bolts according to the torque chart below.
