1. This bracket utilizes the welded nuts in the bottom of the frame and the front tie down
clips. Remove the front skid pan and tow hooks.

2. Hold the brackets (A&B) to the inside of the tie downs and bolt through the large hole
using the provided 1/2" x 1-1/2" bolts and 1/2" plate washers. Leave bolts snug only.

3. Using two of the provided 10 x 1.25 x 35mm bolts and 10mm fender washers per side (for
shimming), bolt the braces to the frame bottom using the existing threaded holes. Leave
bolts snug only until finishing Step #4.

4. Mount the tow bar according to the instructions provided with the tow bar. Align the bracket.

5. Now, tighten ALL bolts according to the torque chart shown below.

6. Remount the skid pan (NOTE: Trim slightly to fit, if needed ) by bolting through the pan,
tie downs and braces using the 1/2"  x 1-1/2" bolts provided.
