1. Remove the upper & lower bolts in the formed bumper brackets.
2. Fit the main braces (A&B) to the frame on each side with the angle clips facing inward.

3. With a 2” x 1 ¥2” bolt and a ¥2” x %4” plate washer, bolt the forward hole through the lower tie down plate. Then, with
another 2" x 1 12” bolt and 2" flat washer, attach the rear hole in the lower arm to the tie down plate.

4. Align the braces with the front bumper mount holes and bolt both the upper & lower tabs using 4-10mm x 1.25 x
35mm bolts and washers provided. Tighten ALL bolts according to the torque chart shown below.

5. Mount the tow bar to each brace according to the instructions provided with the tow bar.
