Every 3,000 miles, the owner must inspect the fasteners for proper
torque, according to the bolt torque requirements chart on the last page of
these instructions. The owner must also inspect all mounts and brackets
for cracks or other signs of fatigue every 3,000 miles. Failure to do so
could result in loss of the towed vehicle.

The owner must check the vehicle manufacturer’s instructions for the
proper procedure(s) to prepare the vehicle for towing. Some vehicles
must be equipped with a transmission lube pump, an axle disconnect, driv-
eline disconnect or free-wheeling hubs before they can be towed. Failure
to properly equip the vehicle will cause severe damage to the transmis-
sion.

If running changes were made by the vehicle manufacturer after this
bracket was designed, some bolts or other fasteners in the hardware pack
may no longer be the correct size. It is the installer’s responsibility to
verify that the bracket is securely fastened to the vehicle and fitted with
the correct hardware to account for these changes.

« If the towed vehicle has been in an accident, it must be properly repaired
before attaching the bracket.

This bracket kit utilizes the lower bumper bracket

bolts, the tie down plates and frame as attachment points on each side. Remove the lower bolts in the formed

bumper brackets.
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Fit the braces to the lower bolt holes and outside the lower tie down plates. Bolt through the braces and bumper

brackets on each side using two supplied 10mm x 1.25 x 35mm bolts and lock washers. Now, bolt through the

large lower tie down holes on each side, using a 2” x 1%2” bolt, ¥2” plate washer, lock washer and nut. Bolt through

the remaining hole in the tie down plates with a %2” x 1%2” bolt, flat washer, lock washer and nut.

Locate the remaining upper hole on each side and place a 12” flat washer between the brace and the frame at that
point. The washer serves as a shim and should be lined up with the hole. Align the braces and tighten the bolts
which have already been installed.

4. Now, using the brace as a template, drill a 2" hole through the side of the frame. Fish-wire a ¥2” x 1¥2” carriage bolt
and %” x 17 x 2” backing plate into position through a frame hole located to the back of the brace. Finish with a lock

washer and nut.

5. Mount the tow bar according to the manufacturers instructions and torque all bolts to the specifications below.
