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of the main receiver brace, two front arm braces, two side
braces, two rear braces and a hardware pack.

Start by laying the kit out according to the illustration. This will
give you a visual idea of how the kit installs and also confirm that all
the components are present and accounted for.

This bracket kit is one of our MX series (Fig.A). The kit consists

1. Important: please use all supplied bolts and parts and read all instructions carefully before beginning this
installation. The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper installation will
ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. Start by removing the 8 plastic fasteners on the top of the
facia between the headlights, then remove the grill inserts by pulling them foward (Fig.B,C).

2. Remove two 10mm head bolts located under the grille insersts, one on each side (Fig.D).

3. From each fender well remove one 10mm head screw and two plastic fasteners (Fig.E).

4. Using needle nose pliers, remove the two plastic fasteners from the bottom of the fascia which connects fascia to the
core support (Fig.F).

5. Now remove the two splash
panels by using a screwdriver to pry
the 13 plastic fasteners out (Fig.G).

6. Remove the fascia by pulling
down and then foward at each side.
Note: If fog lights are present be sure
while pulling the fascia to unplug the
fog lights (Fig.H,l).

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7. Remove two 12mm head bolts at each end of the bumper and remove the bumper core.
8. Locate the two factory holes on each side of the frame rail, enlarge the front hole to 1/2" diameter (Fig.J).

9. Insert the 1/4" X 1 1/2" X 6" nutted backing plate into the frame rail with the narrow side towards the outside of the
car (Fig.K). Now bolt the rear brace to the backing plate using a 3/8" X 2" bolts, flat washers and lock washers and bolting
up through the frame rail and into the backing plate (Fig.L). Repeat this for the other side.

10. Remove two existing 12mm head bolts from the front of the radiator support, one on each side.(Fig.M)
11. Then replace the bumper core using the original bolts and securely tighten into place (Fig.N).

12. Using the two 12mm head bolts that were removed in step #10, bolt the main brace to the front of the radiator as
shown in Figure O.

13. Using the remaining mounting holes in the main brace as a template drill through the radiator support with a 17/32"
drill bit on both sides (Fig.P,Q). Now insert the flat backing plate between the main brace and the radiator support on the
passenger side of the car and insert the raised backing between the main brace and the radiator support on the driver
side of the car (Fig.R).

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14. To mount the side braces start with the top hole on the main brace and bolt through with a 1/2" x 6" bolt and lock
washer through the main bracket, radiator support, rear brace and nut on both sides. In the lower hole insert a 1/2" x 4"
bolt, lock washer through the main bracket, radiator support and rear brace on both sides (Fig.S,T).

15. Bolt side brace to rear brace using a 1/2" x 3" bolt, lock washer and nut on each side (Fig.U).
16. Trim the lower grill insert as shown in Figure V.
17. Replace fascia by reversing steps 1 through 6.

18. Insert the front braces into receiver tubes and pin in place with a 5/8" draw
pin and spring pin on each side.

19. Install the tow bar according to the manufacturer’s instructions and torque
all mounting bolts to the specifications below. Attach the safety cables to the
main receiver brace.
