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and into the collar (Figure 6).

Thread one of the 3/8" nuts onto the bottom of the
shoulder bolt.

Secure the new arm to the collar with a 4" Allen wrench
(on the shoulder bolt) and a 9/16" wrench (on the nut), as
shown in Figure 3. Hand-tighten the nut until it is snug against
the bottom of the collar.

Repeat for the other side.

7. Bring both of the arms together and reattach the Tow
Defender fabric (Figure 2).

8. Swing the arms apart, until they are parallel to the front
of the towed vehicle.

9. Connect one of the struts to the ball joint on the replace-
ment arm — position the end of the strut over the ball joint.
Push the ball joint cap up into the ball joint, until it ‘snaps’ in
place over the ball joint (Figure 7).

Repeat to connect the other strut to the ball joint on the
other replacement arm.
