AXLE SADDLE

be fully seated in the spacer; use a grinder to get proper fit.

2.Before installing the ubolts on the slipper springs, on [\ AXLE [J7]
each side of the vehicle, starting with the front axle; place v
a spacer so that the top hole connects with the nut on the

slipper springs and the spacers’ stud aligns with the hole on
the axle saddle. Install on both driver and passenger side.

3.When installing the tie plates, position the axle so that the Leaf spring hanger 214"
alignment pins (shown in green, Fig.C) are seated against [
the tie plate (top view, Fig.C). Verify that it is the same on e o e
both sides AND on both axles. Failure to align the pins in
this manner may result in an out-of-alignment axle, causing 2
non-warranty tire wear.
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4. Repeat for the rear axle. Do not install on the middle axle.

5.Properly secure the ubolts as indicated in the slipper !
spring instructions. 130 Ib/ft for the 9/16" ubolts.
