1 .1 .1 .1 .1 . Raise the rear of the vehicle, remove the rear tires and place
jackstands under the rear axle. An ideal stand location is at the
outmost point under the spring plates (optional).

2 .2 .2 .2 .2 . Lube the bushings and install them on the anti-sway bar near the
90-degree bend. Put the u-brackets on the bushings (Figure 1).

33333. Install u-bolts on the axle tube just inside of the shock brackets. Be
sure to slip the u-bolt under any brake lines (Figure 2). Note: it may
be necessary to pry up the clip that holds the brakeline onto the
passenger side.

4 .4 .4 .4 .4 . Put cast brackets onto u-bolts.

Hint: two large rubber bands are helpful in holding the cast
brackets in place while the anti-sway bar is being lifted into place.

5 .5 .5 .5 .5 . Raise the bar into place (Figure 1).

Note: the arms of the bar face the rear of the vehicle. Secure it
using the washers and nuts provided.

6 .6 .6 .6 .6 . Assemble the endlinks using bushings and sleeves (Figure
3). Mount the endlink loosely to the inner side of the anti-sway bar
using the supplied hex head bolts, washers and nuts. The shortest
straight section of the end link is attached to the frame.

7 .7 .7 .7 .7 . Mount the frame/endlink bracket to the frame rail using 7/16” bolts,
nuts and washers, as shown in Figure 4 and 5, torque to 40-45
ft.lbs. Install the endlink to the bar and bracket, then torque to 40-
45 ft.lbs.

8 .8 .8 .8 .8 . Reinstall the wheels and lower the vehicle.

9 .9 .9 .9 .9 . Road test. Listen for noises. Reinspect fasteners.
