1. Remove the factory anti-sway bar.
Retain the factory endlink bolts, as they will be used for installa-
tion of the new anti-sway bar.

2. Remove the factory bushing clamps.
Retain the bolts, as they will be used for installation of the new
anti-sway bar.

3. Grease the inside of the supplied bushings.
Use the provided Aqualube to grease the inside of the supplied
bushings. After greasing, place the bushings over the new anti-sway
bar.

4. Hang the new anti-sway bar from the factory
endlinks.

Bolt it into place using the factory bolts.

5. Install the new bushing clamps.

Bolt them into place over the bar (Figure 1).
