Fig.B). The bracket kit consists of a main
receiver brace, two lower braces and a
hardware pack. The main receiver brace
mounts to the frame rail. The two lower
braces mount to the main receiver brace
and to the frame. The removable front
braces install in the main receiver brace.

Before starting the installation, lay out
the kit components in order, as they will be
used. This will give you a visual idea of
how the components work, and will also
confirm that everything is present and
accounted for.

IMPORTANT: All baseplates must be assembled with all the bolts left loose for final adjustment and positioning (before
tightening) unless otherwise instructed. All bolts must be torqued for proper strength. If more than one bolt is used per
fastening point, the diagram may only show one. Use flat washers over all slotted holes and lock washers on all fasteners.

The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and
proper installation will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation by removing 15 plastic
fasteners to remove the radiator cover (Fig.C).

2. On both sides, remove one Phillips screw that attaches the fascia to the fender liner (Fig.D).
3. On both sides, remove two 10mm (head) bolts attaching the lower fascia to the splash shield (Fig.E).

4. On the lower front of the fascia, there are three plastic fasteners ;
attaching the fascia to the splash shield. Remove the two outside 2 3 of the 10mm &
fasteners (Fig.F). . (head) bolts

5. If your vehicle is equipped with fog lights carefully pull out the =
fascia and unplug them (Fig.G). Then, remove the fascia by pulling out
and forward on both corners (Fig.H).

6. To remove the headlights, remove four 10mm (head) bolts. One is
located on the top of the headlight (Fig.J) and two are located on the
bottom inside edge of the headlight bracket (Fig.l). The fourth one is
located on the outside corner of the headlight bracket (Fig.l). Next,
remove one plastic fastener on top of the headlight (Fig. J), and one

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7. Remove the ambient temperature sensor (Fig.K).
8. Remove three 12mm (head) bolts to remove the bumper core (Fig.L).
9. Now, remove two 10mm bolts to remove the air box from the driver’s side.

10. Remove three 10mm screws that attach the washer bottle to the vehicle. (Note: when removing the
washer bottle, either drain the fluid into a container or plug the fitting). Two of the screws are located at the
bottom of the washer bottle (Fig. M); one is at the neck of the bottle.

11. Now, slide the main receiver brace into the frame rails (Fig.N).

12. Using the supplied 8mm x 1.25 x 25mm bolt, fender washer and lock washer, bolt into the existing
bumper core weld nut on the top of the frame rail (Fig.O). Repeat for the other side.

13. Starting with the rear mounting point on the frame rail, insert the supplied 1%" x 212" pipe spacer with
the attached wire into the frame rail and slide it back to align with the existing hole (Fig.P). Bolt through the
frame, pipe spacer and the main brace using a 2" x 4%2" bolt, plate washers, lock washer and nut. (Note: the
plate washers go on the inside and the outside of the frame rails). Repeat for the other side.

14. Once the pipe spacers are in place, cut or twist off the attached wire.

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15. Using the rear hole in the main receiver brace as a template, drill a 72" hole into the top of the frame rail
(Fig.Q). Repeat for the other side.

16. Using the supplied 2" x 1%2" bolt, bolt through the hole in the main receiver brace and frame rail which
you drilled in the previous step. Finish with a 12" plate washer, lock washer and nut (Fig.R). Repeat for the
other side.

17. Tighten all bolts to the torque specifications listed at the end of these instructions.

18. On the passenger’s side remove the retainer clip holding the air cooling line to the core support. Bend
the air cooling line out of the way (Fig.S).

19. Using the hole in the frame rail as a template, drill through the outside of the frame rail and into the
main brace with a 2" drill bit (Fig.T). Repeat for the other side.

20. Bolt through the end of the frame rail using a 2" x 4%2" bolt, 14" x 212" pipe spacer, two flat washers,
lock washer and nut (Fig.U). Repeat for the other side.

21. Next, remove the 14mm bolt attaching the frame brace to the core support on the passenger’s side
(Fig.V).

22. Bolt the lower brace to the main receiver brace using two %" x 1-
%" bolts, lock washers and nuts (Fig.W).
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23. Now, bolt the lower brace to the core support using a 10mm x 1.25 x 80mm bolt, flat washer and nut
(Fig.X).

24. Repeat steps 21 through 23 for the other side. Note: the driver’s side bolt attaching the frame brace to
the core support is a 17mm (head) bolt and is being replaced by a 12mm x 1.25 x 80mm bolt.

25. Tighten all remaining bolts to the torque specifications listed at the end of these instructions.

26. Secure the ambient temperature sensor you removed in step 7 to the main receiver brace with the
provided zip tie (Fig.Y).

27. Reattach the washer bottle, air box, headlights, fascia and the radiator cover, reversing steps 1 through
10.

28. Fit the front bracket arms into the front receiver braces, and secure them in place with the supplied 5/8"
draw pins and spring pins.

29. Attach the 10" safety cables with the cable connectors (Q-Links) to the front of the receiver braces
(Fig.Z).

30. Attach the ends of the safety cables to the tow vehicle’s safety cables and tow bar.

31. Install the tow bar to the mounting bracket according to the manufacturer’s instructions.
