3. Bolt through the side of the frame using a clipped ½" plate washer, ½" x 4" bolt, lock washer and nut
on each brace.

4. Bolt through the brace and the existing front hole in the front cross member using  a ½" x 1½" bolt, washer, lock
washer and nut. Use the braces as a template to drill the remaining front hole per side, bolt through each using
another ½" x 1½" bolt, flat washer, lock washer and nut.

5. Remove the nut on the outside bumper jacket bolt and fit the small bent upper brace over the bolt; then replace
the nut. Do this on both sides.Torque all bolts to the specifications below.

6. Mount the tow bar according to the manufacturer’s instructions.

7. If the bumper spoiler is to be remounted, trim to fit and replace.

8. Be sure to connect the tow vehicle’s safety cables to the braces.
