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1. This bracket kit is one of our MX series, which is designed
to work directly with our motorhome mounted tow bars.

This kit consists of a driver’'s side main brace, passenger
side main brace, center brace and a hardware pack. The
main braces mount below the front bumper fascia and grille
utilizing the current front tow hook mounting points (Fig.A).
Start by laying the kit out according to the illustration. This will
give you a visual idea of how the kit installs and also confirm
that the kit components are present and accounted for.

2. Important: please use all supplied bolts and parts and read all instructions carefully before beginning
this installation. The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper
installation will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. Start by removing the front tow hook
assembly (three bolts on each side) (Fig.B). Save the bolts for installing the main braces.

IMPORTANT: All baseplates must be assembled with all the bolts left loose for final adjustment and positioning (before
tightening) unless otherwise instructed. All bolts must be torqued for proper strength. If more than one bolt is used per
fastening point, the diagram may only show one.
