* Use Loctite® Red on all bolts used to secure this baseplate.
Torque all bolts to the specifications found at the end of these
instructions. Do not over-torque the bolts or failure may occur.

* The installer must inspect the baseplate to ensure adequate
clearance, particularly around hoses, air conditioner lines, ra-
diators, etc. or non-warranty failure may result.

» Roadmaster manufactures many styles of baseplates. If your base-
plate has removable arms, they must be removed before driving
the vehicle, unless the arms can be pinned or padlocked in
place. If not secured, the arms could vibrate out.

» Some motorhome chassis have such a tight turning radius that you
can damage your motorhome, towed vehicle, tow bar or baseplate
while turning sharply. Before getting on the road, test your turn-
ing radius in an empty parking lot. Turning too sharply could

result in non-warranty damage to your towing system, motorhome
and/or towed vehicle.

Do not back up with the towed vehicle attached or non-warranty
damage will occur to your towing system or vehicles.

The safety cables must connect the towing vehicle to the towed
vehicle frame to frame, with the cables crossed, with enough
slack for sharp turns. See cable instructions for proper routing.

This kit is designed for use with ROADMASTER tow bars and
ROADMASTER adapters only. Using this kit with other brands,
without an approved ROADMASTER adapter, may result in non-
warranty damage or injury.

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1. This bracket kit is one of our XL series, which
allows you to remove the most visual portion of the
bracket (Fig.A). The kit consists of two receiver
braces, two front braces and a hardware pack. The
receiver braces are designed to mount to the frame
tubes on each side in place of the existing tow
hooks. Start by laying out the kit as illustrated to
check parts and placement of parts.

2. Important: please use all supplied bolts and
parts and read all instructions carefully before
beginning this installation. The majority of ques-
tions you may have can be answered within the
text, and proper installation will ensure safe and
secure travel. Now, begin the installation.

Remove the tow hooks on each
side by removing two front bolts
and loosening the rear bolts
(Fig.B). Slide the hooks back off
the rear bolt (Fig.C).

3. Now put the front bolts back in

and tighten down (Fig.D,E), then

remove the rear bolt on each side

(Fig.E). :
4. Working on one side at a F ¥

time, find the hole in the frame located above the tow hook mounting area and put a 2" x 5%" bolt through the

brace and the frame from the inside of the frame (Fig.F,G,H).

5. Put two bolts over the top of the frame then follow with two 3%2" pipe spacers (Fig.l).

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6. Position the outside plate (Fig.J) over the three bolts and two top
spacers then secure with 2" lock washers and nuts (Fig.K).
7. Follow with two more 5/8" x 5%2" bottom bolts, lock washers and nuts
(Fig.L).
8. Repeat steps 4 through 7 for the remaining side.
9. Insert the front braces into the receiver braces and secure with 5/8"
draw pins and 3/16" safety pins (Fig.M).
10. Align the braces with each other then torque all mounting bolts to the
specifications below.
11. Install the tow bar according to the manufacturer’s instructions and
torque all mounting bolts to the specifications below.
12. Attach one end of the included 14” safety cables to the lower front hole in the side mounting plate on each

side of the receiver brace with the included cable connectors. Connect the other end to the tow vehicle’s safety
cables and the tow bar (Fig.M).
