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his is one of our EZ2 series brackets, which

allows the visible front portion of the bracket

to be easily removed from the front of the
vehicle (Fig.A and Fig.B). The bracket consists of
a main receiver brace, two removable front brac-
es and a hardware pack.

The main receiver brace mounts to the frame
rails and the bumper core. The removable front
braces install in the main receiver brace.

Before starting the installation, lay out the kit
components in order, as they will be used. This
will give you a visual idea of how the components
work, and will also confirm that everything is pres-
ent and accounted for.

IMPORTANT: All baseplates must be assembled with all the bolts left loose for final adjustment and positioning (before
tightening) unless otherwise instructed. All bolts must be torqued for proper strength. If more than one bolt is used per
fastening point, the diagram may only show one. Use flat washers over all slotted holes and lock washers on all fasteners.

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1. Important: please use all supplied bolts and parts and read all instructions carefully before beginning this
installation. The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper installation will
ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation. Remove four T25 Torx screws attaching the grille to the top
of the core support (Fig.C).

2. Pull forward to remove the grille (Fig.D).

3. Remove three T27 Torx bolts attaching the top of the
fascia to the core support (Fig.E).

4. On each side, remove four T27 Torx bolts attaching
the fascia to the fender liner and one T27 Torx bolt attach-
ing the fender to the fascia (Fig.F).

5. On each side, remove four T20 Torx bolts attaching
the bottom of the fascia to the core support and fender
liner (Fig.G — driver’s side).

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6. Pull out and forward on the corners of the fascia to remove it (Fig.H)

7. Pull out and forward to remove the shock absorption pad (Fig.l). It will not be replaced. Note: retain the shock absorp-
tion pad for replacement in case the bracket is ever removed.

8. On each side, trim the air deflector using the yellow
lines in Figure J as a guide for trimming.

9. On each side, remove the two lower 16mm (head)
bolts attaching the bumper core to the frame rails (Fig.K).

10. Place the main receiver brace over the bumper core
and clamp it to the bumper core (Fig.L).

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11. On each side, place two 10mm lock washers and flat washers over two of the supplied 10mm x 1.5 x 50mm bolts, and
then place two 1" x 14" pipe spacers between the main receiver brace and the bumper core mounting points. Bolt through
the main receiver brace, pipe spacer and into the two weld nuts (Fig.M — driver’s side).

12. On each side, using the upper mounting point of the main receiver brace as a template, drill a 2" hole through the
face of the bumper core (Fig.N).

13. On each side, place one of the supplied 1" x 3/8" x .219 wall pipe spacers between the upper mounting point and the
main receiver brace. Using the supplied 2" x 3" bolt, bolt through the main receiver brace, pipe spacer and bumper core.
Finish with a 3/16" x 112" x 3" backing plate, lock washer and nut (Fig.O).

14. Tighten the bolts to the bolt torque requirements found at the end of this document, starting with the rear mounting
point bolts. Now, remove the clamp.

15. On each side, measure 3%2" over from the outermost vertical rib on the fascia and trim the fascia as shown in Figure
P.

16. Reassemble the fascia, reversing steps 1 through 6.
17. Insert the removable front bracket arms into the front receiver braces, and twist each one 90 degrees to lock.

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18. Attach the 8" safety cables with the cable connectors
(Q-Links) to the bottom cross bar of the main receiver brace
(Fig-Q).

19. Attach the ends of the safety cables to the tow ve-
hicle’s safety cables.

20. Install the tow bar to the mounting bracket according
to the manufacturer’s instructions.

Three options for attaching the wiring plug to
the main receiver brace

For six-wire plugs: use the two supplied 3” self-tapping
screws to attach the electrical plug directly to the rods on
the front of the main receiver brace.

For four-wire round plugs: attach to the plug mounting
plate and then use the two supplied 34" self-tapping screws
to attach the mounting plate to the rods on the front of the
main receiver brace.

For four-wire flat plugs: place the plug through the
mounting plug plate, and then secure it using the supplied
zip tie on the front of the plug. (Fig.R) Use the two supplied
% self-tapping screws to attach the mounting plate to the
rods on the front of the main receiver brace.
