1. On each side, remove four 8mm screws attaching the fender liner to the fascia (Fig.C).
2. On each side, pull back the fender liner and remove one 10mm bolt attaching the fascia to the fender (Fig.D).

3. On each side, carefully peel back the fender trim and
disconnect the marker light wiring harness as soon as pos-
sible, as it is very short and you risk damaging it if you are
not careful (Fig.E). Continue releasing the clips on the trim
piece until approximately midway over the tire. Use a soft
rag to prop it away from the vehicle (Fig.F).

4. Remove three 10mm bolts attaching the bottom of the
fascia to the subframe (Fig.G).

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5. With the assistance of a second person, release the locking tab at the fender seam (Fig.H — inset) and pull outward to
release the clips attaching the fascia to the grille (Fig.H). On each side, unplug the wiring harness (Fig.l). If the vehicle is
equipped with a front camera washer: Use hose pinch pliers or a similar tool to clamp off the water flow to the camera
(Fig.J) and then needlenose pliers to squeeze the mount to release the connector. Note: For illustration purposes only, the
fascia is already removed in Figure J. Then, carefully set the fascia aside.

6. On each side, remove three 18mm nuts attaching the bumper core to the ends of the frame (Fig.K). Note: If the ve-
hicle is equipped with tow hooks, remove two bolts attaching it to the bumper core on each side. It will not be replaced.

7. Prepare four 12" x 212" bolts with large flat washers. Then, on each side of the vehicle, place a 5/8" x .188 wall pipe
spacer in the gap between the top of the tow hook and the bottom of the baseplate (Fig.L). Then, bolt up through the two
mounts using the prepared bolts and finish each one with 2" Nylock nuts (Fig.M).
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8. If the vehicle is equipped with a lower air dam, unplug the harness on the driver’s side (Fig.N) and then, on each side,
remove two 13mm nuts attaching the air dam to the frame (Fig.O — next page). Set the air dam aside for now.

9. On each side, trim the air dam as indicated in Figure P.

10. Starting with one side; prepare one small flat washers
and threadlocker over three bolts, prepare two others bolts
but do not apply threadlocker on them. With the assistance
of a second person, place the baseplate over the ends of the
frame and bolt through the baseplate and into the bumper
core mounts using your prepared bolts with threadlocker
through the bottom most hole. Finish with large flat washers,
lock washers and nuts (Fig.Q). Finger tighten for now.

11. Attach the side specific brace onto the subframe, mark
the holes where the side specific brace contacts the subframe
on both sides of the subframe (Fig.AA).

12. Take the side specific brace off for now, you may need
to use a rubber mallet to help remove the side specific brace
if it is tight. Drill out the two holes using a 9/16th bit (Fig.S)

13. Reinstall the side specific brace onto the subframe using
a washer and bolt through the baseplate and subframe.
Torque the top bolts before torquing the bottom bolt.

14.0On the passenger side only for air ride equipped: remove
four bolts attaching a support brace to the frame (Fig.AB).
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15.Inside of the subframe horn, place two threaded backing plates to align with the holes previously drilled for the side
specific brace (Fig.T).

16.Place Threadlocker over a 1/2” x 1 3/4” bolt and 1/2” x 1 1/2” bolt. On the inside, place a lock washer and flat washer
on the 1/2” x 1 3/4”bolt. Bolt through the brace into the frame, from the inside facing outwards from the vehicle (Fig.AC) into

the threaded backing plate. On the outside, place a lock washer and flat washer under the head of a 1/2” x 1 1/2” bolt and
bolt into the threaded backing plate inside of the frame and brace.

NOTE: Depending on manufacturing tolerances and differences, it maybe necessary to enlarge (or die grind) the frame
horn holes to allow proper access.

17. Tighten the hardware to the bolt torque requirements found at the end of this document.
18. Repeat steps 10 -17 for the passenger side of the vehicle.
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16. Remove the shock absorption pad by releasing five star clips (Fig.U shows the design of one clip). The pad will not be
reinstalled.

17. With the assistance of a second person, hold the fascia as close as possible to its original position and mark it for

trimming. Then, trim the fascia on each side (Fig.V). Trim off the plastic posts on each side (Fig.W) and the center (Fig.X).

18. Place the bumper core on a flat surface and on each side, remove one 10mm bolt (Fig.Y — arrows) and use a %" drill
bit to drill out two aluminum rivets attaching the plastic fascia stiffener to the back of the bumper core (Fig.Y — circles).

19. From underneath the fascia, hold the plastic fascia stiffener in place and replace the 10mm bolts removed in step 4
(Fig.2).

20. On the drivers side, place an M10 lock washer and M10 fender washer over an M10 x 1.5 x 25mm bolt. Locate the
side-specific stiffening brace and use the prepared hardware to bolt it to the existing body mount location shown in Figure
AA. Now, use a 5/16" flat washer over a 5/16" x 1" bolt and place it through the mount, through the fascia stiffener, and
finish with a 5/16" flat washer and nylock nut (Fig.BB). Tighten the bolts to the bolt torque requirements found at the end
of these instructions.

21. Repeat step 20 for the passenger side of the vehicle.

22. Finish reinstalling the fascia by reversing steps 1 through 5.
